VIII) PUBLIC HEARING SCHEDULED FOR 10:00 A.M. 
  
 1. REQUEST:  SRU 05-002 CHILDREN OF THE SON    
  (AMENDMENT) 
  Request approval of an amendment to Special Review Use Permit, file #    
  SRU 04-002, Children of the Son, which was granted to allow a Child  
  Care Facility (children range in age from 5 to 12, years old), a summer  
  camp, (recreational facility, rural) for 35 people (20 children & 15 staff),  
  primarily from May 1 to September 1, by Children of the Son, a non profit 
  Corporation.  The proposed request file # SRU 05-002 is a request for  
  approval to allow the facility to be used on a year around basis.  The  
  facility will be used as a retreat and convention facility from   
  September 2 to April 30 and as a summer camp from May 1 to   
  September 1.   The property is located approximately ½ mile south of the  
  intersection of Colorado State Highway #69 and County Road # 28, aka  
  Road Gulch, on the east and west side of Colorado Highway #69, in the  
  Texas Creek Area. The property contains five homes that include a 8,000  
  square foot main home, which is to be used for the main lodge and offices, 
  a new 2780 square foot home for the founding directors and their family,  



  two cabins each approximately 1200 square feet, a mechanics shop, a  
  wood shop, an agricultural/storage building, a hay barn and a Quonset  
  building, a horse arena and a new 3,000 square foot commercial kitchen.  
  The existing special use permit, file #SRU 04-002 was approved May 24,  
  2004.  The property is zoned Agricultural Forestry and the permit are  
  contains 44.63 acres.
