1. Administrative and Elected Officials
Clerk and Recorder Hatfield submitted the Clerk’s Report for November, 2009. Total monies
submitted to the Treasurer were $317,381.62 which is an increase of $31,984.79 from a year ago.
Fremont County Sales Tax was $49,295.48 which is down. Total checks submitted Treasurer
was $667,424.13.

Commissioner Norden stated the resolution talks about the different stages of burning bans and
at what point the Board of Commissioners would be granting authority to the Board of Directors
of the Western Fremont Fire District when to impose and lift any bans on open burning. It
requires of that Board full and adequate public notice when open burning is ban, when they are
lifted by newspaper, radio and full notice to the Fremont County Sheriff’s Department.
Commissioner Norden moved for the adoption being Resolution 58, Series 20009.
Commissioner Lasha seconded the motion. Upon vote: Commissioner Norden, aye;
Commissioner Lasha, aye; Commissioner Stiehl, aye. The motion carried.

Commissioner Norden stated in the next few months as the necessary and public information is
in place, we are going to afford the new Target Notification System to allow fire districts to use
it without any additional charges. We are paying a flat contract fee.

REQUEST: SDP 07-002 BIKER TOWN PAVING EXTENSION

Request approval of a twenty-four (24) month extension of hard surfacing requirements for the
Biker Town parking lot, by Jeff and Lissa Pinello. The property is addressed as 685 Highway
115, which is located on the west side of State Highway 115, between 6th and 7th Streets, in the
Penrose Area. The subject property is located in the Business Zone District. The Site
Development Plan was approved on December 11, 2007 with a twenty-four (24) month delay of
the paving requirement, and recorded on July 24, 2008.

REPRESENTATIVE: Jeff and Lissa Pinello, owners of Biker Town

Lissa Pinello stated they are requesting a twenty-four month paving extension for the parking lot.
Planning and Zoning Director Giordano noted that the paving was for the parking area and the
driveway into the property. Commissioner Stiehl inquired if the overflow parking area was
included in the paving Ms. Pinello stated no.

Commissioner Lasha moved to approve the twenty-four (24) month extension for hard
surfacing for Biker Town for the parking lot and entry. Commissioner Norden seconded the
motion. Upon vote: Commissioner Lasha, aye; Commissioner Norden, aye; Commissioner
Stiehl, aye. The motion carried.

Commissioner Stiehl closed the regular session and opened the Public Hearing.
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PUBLIC HEARING

REQUEST: SRU 09-002 AT & T WIRELESS FACILITY

Request approval of a Special Review Use Permit, Department file #SRU 09-002 AT&T
Wireless Facility, by AT&T Mobility, to allow for the construction and operation of a one-
hundred (100) foot monopole tower, which will house six (6) dual broadband antennas, six (6)
tower mounted amplifiers, an equipment shelter, a utility meter, and ice bridge, GPS antenna
located on the equipment shelter, an eighteen (18) inch base station antenna, within a forty (40)
foot by forty (40) foot lease area within a four and six tenths (4.6) acre property which is owned
by Eicher, Inc. The property currently houses multiple businesses (Innovative Structures, Inc, &
Classic Garage Doors, Inc.) and also contains mobile office building, a workshop, three (3)
model carports, a model garage (display items for sale which are constructed inside workshop or
on-site). The property is located at the northwest corner of the intersection of U.S. Highway 50
and N Street in the Beaver Park Area. The SRU property consists of a 4.6 acre parcel which is
located in the Business Zone District.

REPRESENTATIVE: Liz Walker, Project Manager, Technology Associates

International Corporation

Liz Walker stated there is a gap for AT&T cover in that area and some of the surrounding areas.
This facility will fill the coverage gap. She stated this is also a safety issue because more than
50% of 911 calls come from wireless phones.

Planning Director Giordano stated the notice, publication and notification of property owners
and the additional notification that the Planning Commission had requested have been done in
accordance with their regulations. The Planning Commission did give unanimous approval at
the meeting on November 4. There was a list of Conditions A thru L. This request is for life of
the use that was asked for. There were five (5) recommended Contingencies the Planning
Commission had. Contingency #1 was requirements by the County Reviewing Engineer and has
been taken care of. The gravel access road if it is elevated it will have to be readdress. At this
time there is no proposal to raise it from ground level. Contingency #2 relates to a light
manufacturing use on the property that is not a permitted use. The owner has notified us that he
will either apply for a SRU or stop the operation because he does not want to hold up this
application. Contingencies #3 and #4: one of the buildings on the property overlies on of the
existing lots of another property owner. We requested a building permit be issued and a
certificate of occupancy be taken care of because we can not find that the building was created
legally. It would require relocation of the structure or lot line adjustment. The commission
would also like a small security light at the tower and maybe a motion sensor light would satisfy
this. The Buffering, Landscaping and Surfacing of Parking Area were waived by the Planning
Commission.

Commissioner Norden asked for clarification of Contingency #4. Director Giordano stated that
they need to submit a lot line adjustment, which is administrative.

Commissioner Stiehl opened the hearing for public comment and there was none.

Commissioner Stiehl closed the Public Hearing and returned to regular session.

Commissioner Stiehl inquired about the collapse zone. It is a one hundred (100) foot tower and
forty (40) feet from the highway. Ms. Walker stated it is a break-a-way design and designed
with all the applicable code and Fremont county codes in terms of wind load etc.

Commissioner Stiehl stated the permit is for the life of the use and he has a problem with life of
use. Was there a time period where it doesn’t seem profitable to you? Ms. Walkers stated the
reason they ask for this is because it is a part of the big cellular network with long term
agreements. Commissioner Norden asked if they decide not to use the tower any more would
they abandon it. Ms. Walker stated they would remove the tower from the site unless the
property owner wanted to keep it.

Commissioner Lasha moved to approve SRU09-002 AT&T Wireless Facility with the
Recommended Conditions A through the addition of M which includes grading of the road to
have a drainage plan if it should happen in the future, the Recommended Contingencies 2
through 5 and the waiving of Buffering, Landscaping, and Lighting requirements with all the
criteria for approval. Commissioner Norden seconded the motion. Upon vote: Commissioner
Lasha, aye; Commissioner Norden, aye; Commissioner Stiehl, aye. The motion carried. This is
Resolution #59, Series 2009.

Special Review Use Permit shall be issued for life of use.

The Department shall review the permit annually to determine compliance with the
conditions of the permit and forward it to the Board for their review as required by
regulations. It shall be the responsibility of the permit holder to provide the Department
with copies of other permits, licenses, or other documentation showing compliance with
the requirements of any other governmental agency (to include items such as changes to
the documents, updates, renewals, revisions, annual reports). Further it shall be the
responsibility of the permit holder to provide the Department with copies of any
documents that would affect the use of the subject property, such as but not limited to
updated or renewed leases for use of or access to the subject property. Copies of these
documents shall be submitted to the Department prior to the anniversary date of the
approval of the use permit each year. If the Department has to notify the permit holder
that the anniversary date has passed and / or request said documentation, then a penalty
fee shall be charged to the permit holder. If the required documentation and penalty fee
are not submitted to the Department within twenty (20) days following notification to the
permit holder, then violation procedures may be commenced, which could result in
termination, revocation, rescission or suspension of the use permit.

The Applicant shall conform to all plans, drawings and representations submitted with or
contained within the application except as may be inconsistent with the other provisions of
the permit.

The Applicant shall comply with all laws and regulations of the County of Fremont, its
agencies or departments, the State of Colorado, its agencies or departments and the United
States of America, its agencies or departments, as now in force and effect or as the same
may be hereafter amended.

Applicants shall obtain, prior to operation, and keep in effect, throughout operation, all other
permits, licenses or the like, including renewals, required by any other governmental agency
and as otherwise may be required by Fremont County and shall provide copies of such to the
Department. Revocation, suspension or expiration of any such other permits shall revoke,
suspend or terminate the permit authorized hereunder, as the case may be.

If a Special Review Use is abandoned, discontinued or terminated for a period of six (6)
months, the approval thereof shall be deemed withdrawn, and the use may not be resumed
without approval of a new application. Provided, however, if the holder of the permit
intends to or does temporarily cease the use for six (6) months or more without intending to
abandon, discontinue or terminate the use, the holder shall file a notice thereof with the
Department of Planning and Zoning prior to the expiration of the six-month period stating
the reasons thereof and the plan for the resumption of the use. The requirement of a notice of
temporary cessation shall not apply to applicants who have included in their permit
applications a statement that the use would continue for less than six (6) months in each year
and such fact is noted on the permit. In no case, however, shall temporary cessation of use
be continued for more than two (2) years without approval by the Board of County
Commissioners.

If a Special Review Use Permit is to be transferred it shall comply with all applicable
Federal, State and County regulations regarding such transfer.

Days and hours of operation shall not be limited.

The applicant /owner of the tower shall allow the tower to be used for co-locating purposes,
if appropriate. If antenna collocation is proposed appropriate process through the
Department will be required.

The County shall retain the right to modify any condition of the permit, if the actual use
demonstrates that a condition of the permit is inadequate to serve the intended purpose of
the condition. Such modification shall not be imposed without notice and a public hearing
being provided to the Applicant at which time applicant and members of the public may
appear and provide input concerning the proposed modifications to the conditions of the
permit.

Only the named party on the permit shall be allowed to operate this Special Review Use
Permit. Board approval shall be required prior to allowing any other person or entity to
operate at the site under the conditions of this permit. All persons, entities or others
requesting Board approval to operate under this Special Review Use Permit must agree to
abide by all terms and conditions of this Special Review Use Permit and shall be required to
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be named on this Special Review Use Permit as additional parties who are bound by the
terms and conditions of this Special Review Use Permit.

L. A Special Review Use Permit shall not be modified in any way without Department
approval for Minor Modifications or approval of Major Modifications by the Board in
accordance with Section 8.2 of the Fremont County Zoning Resolution (complete
reapplication).

M. There will be a drainage plan done if the access road is graded in the future.

RECOMMENDED CONTINGENCIES:

It is recommended that this item be referred to the Board of County Commissioners (Board)

for scheduling of a public hearing provided the following contingencies are provided within

six (6) months (no extensions) after final approval by the Board:

PUBLIC HEARING

REQUEST: SRU 09-003 UNIVERSITY OF OKLAHOMA GEOLOGY CAMP
(RECREATIONAL FACILITY, RURAL - Educational Camp
Request approval of a Special Review Use Permit, Department file #SRU 09-003 University
of Oklahoma Geology Camp (Recreational Facility, Rural - Educational Camp), by The
Oklahoma University School of Geology and Geophysics, to allow for the construction of a
geology camp which will include a dining hall, an office, a garage, a kitchen, two (2) unisex
bath houses, six (6) student cabins, two (2) student cabins with a future bathroom, three (3)
visitor/faculty cabins with future bathroom and two (2) ADA cabins within the
encampment and a five-hundred and seventy-six (576) square foot "*pavilion' and a two-
thousand (2,000) square foot residence on the property southerly from the
encampment. The camp will primarily be used between May and September. The property
is presently owned by Ronald & Janice Conner and is located approximately 2 % miles
south of EIm Avenue, on the southwest side of County Road #143, aka Oak Creek Grade Road,
south of Carion City. The SRU property consists of an 86.55 acre parcel, which is located in the
Agricultural Forestry Zone District.
REPRESENTATIVE: Matt Koch, Cornerstone Land Surveying, L.L.C.

Matt Koch described the location and the building plans for the recreational facility. Access to
the 86 acres property site is off of High Saddles Road. The site will be split into two (2) parcels
one for the residence and 71 acres for the camp. The maintenance of the road is maintained by
the HOA. OU will be responsible for maintaining their drive way and parking lot. The
subdivision is owned by Ron and Janice Conner.

Dr. R. Douglas EImore of OU stated they have a long history of coming to Cafion City area
bringing students to do field work. In the past we have used Oklahoma State Univ. camp. Dr.
Elmore explained the field camp curriculum. They expect 20 to 30 students that will be here in
mid-May for a five (5) to six (6) week course. We will be setting up for a maximum of 60
students in the future. The camp will be closed in the winter.
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Commissioner Stiehl inquired about security in the off season. Mr. Koch stated the fire
protection has been an issue. The site is just outside the boundary of the Cafion City Fire
Protection District. We are proposing some fire protection options for the site. Each structure
will have smoke detectors, fire extinguisher, vegetation will be cleared following FEMA
guidelines and there will be a master alarm situated in the dining hall to signify evacuation to the
parking lot that is clear of vegetation. There will be a ten (10) thousand gallon cistern
specifically for fire protection and also additional water for the camp. They had spoken with
Sheriff Beicker, BLM and the National Office will not fight a structure fire. We will provide an
agreement that the County will not be liable for the loss of any structures from a fire.
Commissioner Norden inquired what the University’s position is in relation to insurance if you
can get coverage and is it critical for the plan to proceed. Dr. ElImore stated that OU is self
insured and that is the way the structures will be handled. He is going to have to check with OU
legal department.
Commissioner Lasha stated that the ten (10) thousand gallon cistern needs to be available only
for fires, the Fire Protection Plan, and maintenance of the Emergency Access Roads. With the
students you have there is no reason why you can’t form a trained fire brigade. Mr. Koch stated
that the water supply for daily operations could go through another cistern.
Commissioner Stiehl inquired about a certified fire plan. Commissioner Lasha stated that there
are plenty of fire protection engineers that can put a plan together.
Commissioner Norden inquired if they are ready and willing to deal with the necessary pumps,
equipments and pressures for a sprinkle system if it is necessary to meet the building code if
required. Dr. Elmore stated yes. Commissioner Norden stated he would like to see in the
affidavit from OU legal staff that they acknowledge they are not in organized fire district
boundaries and the risk that come with that.
Planning and Zoning Director Giordano stated the publication, the posting and notification
has been done in accordance with our regulation. The Planning Commissioner did approve this
with a 3-1 vote. There are seven (7) Contingency items. The only comment they did receive
from the notifications sent out was a letter from the Department of Archeology and Preservation
stating that if there were any federal agency involvement it is up to that federal agency to meet
the requirement. The Planning Commission did grant waivers of the Buffering & Landscaping
Requirements, Surfacing, Lighting and Landscaping.
Commissioner Stiehl opened the hearing up to members of the public and there were none.

Commissioner Stiehl closed the Public Hearing and returned to regular session.

Commissioner Norden moved approval of SRU 09-003 for the University of Oklahoma
Geology Camp adopting Recommended Conditions A through K with Recommended
Contingencies 1 through 7 adding under “c” Contingency #6 that the ten (10) thousand gallon
cistern be reserved for protection and to be maintained at capacity with waiving of Buffering &
Landscaping Requirements except as advised as part of the Fire Protection Plan, Surfacing,
Lighting and Landscaping. Commissioner Lasha seconded the motion. Upon vote:
Commissioner Norden, aye; Commissioner Lasha, aye; Commissioner Stiehl, aye. The motion
carried.

RECOMMENDED CONDITIONS:

A. Special Review Use Permit shall be issued for life of use.

B. The Department shall review the permit annually to determine compliance with the
conditions of the permit and forward it to the Board for their review as required by
regulations. It shall be the responsibility of the permit holder to provide the Department
with copies of other permits, licenses, or other documentation showing compliance with
the requirements of any other governmental agency (to include items such as changes to
the documents, updates, renewals, revisions, annual reports).

The existing Special Review Use Permit was
issued to allow for the installation of a one-hundred ninety- eight (198) foot high galvanized steel
meteorological monitoring mast, by E-On Climate & Renewables Colorado, LLC, on property
owned by the Colorado State Board of Land Commissioners. The permit was approved on
October 14, 2008 and recorded on October 31, 2008. No construction has taken place. On
October 9, 2009, a SRU Annual Update Form was received which said "After analyzing wind
data, we will not be erecting a mast at this location.”
