| Offense/Incident Case Report:

This will include the Officer narrative and supplemental narratives specific to a case report.
If other/misc. documents are requested you must specify on your request form.

Please note Audio/Video/Photos may not be available. Additional fees will apply and must be paid
in advance and prior to release.

Our agency only maintains reports detailing incidents and crimes reported to us and written by our
agency. We do not have other agency incident or investigative reports; if your report was made by:

Canon City Police Department
Florence Police Department

Colorado State Patrol

You will need to contact the investigating agency directly for their incident and investigative reports.

| Background/Records Check:

Any background check conducted through this agency will include records maintained by this agency. It
will include criminal and non-criminal agency contacts that are permitted to be released under Colorado
Revised Statutes.

In order to do a background we_MUST have the individual's full name and date of birth, so we can assure
we are releasing information on the right individual (nicknames, alias, or other names used are helpful,
but not required). If no history is located, we will provide a letter, stating no record was found.

This background check is not a complete records check and does not include other agency contacts or
records. If you require a statewide criminal history, please contact the Colorado Bureau of Investigations
(CBI) in Denver, Colorado at 303-239-4300, or visit their website at www.cbirecordscheck.com.

| Jail Records:

Jail Booking Report:

This report is specific to an arrest on a certain date and information on the person who was arrested. It
includes the date of arrest, arresting agency, charges, and release date (if applicable). Usually needed to
verify a date of incarceration to reinstate social security benefits or to prove a person was in jail at a
specific time. Request must include the person’s first name, last name, and date of birth.

Mug Shot or Booking photo:
Request must include the person’s first name, last name, and date of birth. You will receive the most
current photo on file unless a specific arrest or release date is specified.
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Arrest/Release dates (Incarceration History):

This record shows how many times an individual has been booked into the Fremont County Detention
Center. It includes an incarceration report of dates of arrest, charges and release dates. To obtain a copy
of this record you will need the inmate’s first name, last name, and date of birth.

Jail Audio/Video:

Requests for audio recording, such as telephone calls made while incarcerated, require a written request
including the inmate’s first name, last name, date of birth, and date of incarceration. Please note that
Audio/Video may not be available. Additional fees will apply and must be paid in advance and
prior to release.

Jail Records for Inmates:
Records Request: All record fees apply to in-custody inmates.

| Dispatch Records:

CAD (Computer Aided Dispatch):

This is a computerized printout of a call taken by dispatch relating to an incident. This report is not
verbatim or a transcription of a call it is information collected by dispatch during a call which logs the
caller’s name, the location/address, the date and time of the call, and a brief description of why the officer
was sent to the location.

Address History/ Calls for Service:

A summary of calls made regarding a specific address. This report shows the frequency deputies have
been sent to a particular address over a certain time frame. This report includes the date, time, and the
type/nature of the call. This history cannot search individual apartment, or mobile home complexes.

Dispatch Recording / 911 Calls (CD):

This is a recording of incoming and outgoing calls through dispatch between deputies responding to a call
or a citizen calling in. We must have the exact date and approximate time the call or incident happened.

| Other/Misc:

The Records Division processes additional searches and research requests not covered in a standard
records request or fee schedule. A fee will be assessed for researching; retrieving and redacting (if
applicable) for larger requests or in-depth searches or a combination of multiple requests.

If you feel your request fits this category you must call to verify the documents you are searching for exist
and are available.

Please note: this option may not be selected to encompass multiple items listed on the request form or
fee schedule. Each item must be ordered separately.

Fees may vary depending on the type of record you are requesting.
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
